Printing classroom item labels

- You can cut the cards with a regular office guillotine to

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Printing room and spaces labels

- You can print these on any card stock or regular A4 paper;

- Open the Meg card designs PDF;

- Go to ‘Print’;

- Make sure the print setting size is set to 100% (Mac) or to ‘No Scaling’ (PC). You may need to go
to Properties or Options in your print settings to set this up, depending on your computer;

- Make sure the printing is done in Portrait Mode and;

- You can cut the cards with your regular office guillotine to achieve straight edges.
